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Make-up and hair.

Females

All make-up and hair should be done by students PRIOR to arr iving at the theatre.

All female cast should come with foundation (one shade darker than their skin tone), a little bit of
blush, mascara, eyeliner and lipstick (pink/red). The lights tend to wash them out a little, so they
need enough makeup to be seen, but not so t hey look ‘cheap’.

Hair should be in a high ponytail, or at least off their faces depending on hair length and please
NO fringes. Please use hair spray or gel to keep it off their faces. They need to look neat and tidy.
Males

All make-up and hair should be done by students PRIOR to arr iving at the theatre.

Boys should have their hair in a funky style, please call us if you are unsure.

All male cast should come with foundation (one shade darker than their skin tone), a little bit of
blush, and a natural lipstick. The lights tend to wash them out a little, so they need enough
makeup to be seen, but not so they look ‘cheap’.

No visitors will be allowed backstage at anytime. If you wish to leave cast members flowers or
best wishes, please leave them with one of the supervisors. Do not try to contact your child as
refusal can offend. It is a logistical nightmare - and a safety concern to have strangers around a
large group of minors.
